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Letter From The General Manager 
 
It has been an incredible year at Community Radio for 

Northern Colorado 
 
 
With two stations (KUNC and KRNC) and 16 translators, we now serve a regional audience of more than 
140,000 listeners each week.  Service to northern Colorado increased this fall with the addition of a 
translator in Granby at 91.9 FM.  In Boulder the quality of reception was significantly improved when the 
station’s translator service was relocated to 102.7 FM. 
 
Strengthening our coverage of issues and events that are important to our listening audience remained a 
priority during the year.  Partnering with other public radio stations throughout the state allowed KUNC 
listeners to hear consistent, in-depth coverage of the Colorado Legislature and other news from the state 
capitol reported by Bente Birkeland.  While we provided consistent in-depth reporting, the high water mark 
occurred with our convention coverage in August.   
 
As the world develops the digital age there are more opportunities to serve the listening audience.  More 
than 200,000 visitors viewed nearly 3,000,000 pages at www.kunc.org during the year.  We now offer 
podcasts of all the in-depth reporting from the KUNC news department along with dozens of national 
reports and full-length shows.   One of the most popular features is the streaming of KUNC’s 
programming, listening to KUNC’s Diverse Music and news programming took place on all seven 
continents and in all 50 states. 
 
In May, Lynn Rosetto Kasper, host of The Splendid Table, kicked off the 2008 Boulder Farmers Market, 
and greeted fans of the show and KUNC at receptions in Boulder and Denver.   Thousands of Garrison 
Keillor fans joined us at Red Rocks Amphitheater for a performance of the Rhubarb Tour that was a match 
for the stunning setting. It has been an active year at other community events as well, with staff meeting 
and visiting with listeners and friends at events throughout the region. 
 
Our commitment to planning for the future continued this year with the staff and board of directors working 
jointly to create a revised strategic plan to prepare for the challenges of the next three years.  The plan 
affirms both the vision and mission statements of the organization. Plans for the coming year include 
encouraging staff to meet with community groups in a variety of settings.  Prominent in those plans will be 
a series of community meetings in various geographic locations. 
 
Of course the delivery of quality programming content remains the highest priority, and the strategic plan 
envisions greater integration and expansion of the programming services that are offered to the listening 
audience, both within the existing services and through expanded use of digital technology. 
 
The continuing support of 13,614 members and 198 businesses whose gifts make our work possible are 
greatly acknowledged and appreciated.  I would also note, the contributions of all the employees of 
Community Radio for Northern Colorado.  I am so very proud of their dedication and commitment to 
serving the listening audience, evident each and every day to all of our listeners.
